Animal Control Bylaw Enforcement ’ S

Please be reminded that the Town of LeRoy has an Animal Control Bylaw that requires
owners of Pit Bull Terrier, American Pit Bull Terrier, Pit Bull, Staffordshire Bull
Terrier, American Staffordshire, Doberman Pinscher, Rottweiler, Wolf Hound, Wolf
Cross, Coyote Cross or any dog of mixed breeding of the above breeds to obtain a
restricted dog license in the amount of $200 per year and carry liability insurance in the
amount of $500,000. These dogs must be kept in an enclosure constructed in accordance with the
bylaw and are required to be muzzled and leashed when out of the enclosure.

This bylaw also enforces items such as: the number of animals allowed, running at large, litter,
nuisance (barking, howling, etc.) rabies or other disease and applies both to dogs and cats. We would
like to remind residents to be considerate of their neighbours and control your pets whether it be
barking, running at large, or defecating.

Development Permit Applications:

Land use in the Town of LeRoy is regulated by the District Plan, the Official Community Plan, Zoning Bylaw and Building
Bylaws.

A permit is required before any construction including decks, garages, additions, demolition, moving of buildings, etc. occurs
within the Town of LeRoy.

Building permits expire 6 months from the date of issue. Permits are also required for fire pits. Building construction
within the Province is regulated by The Uniform Building and Accessibility Standards Act which ensures a minimum
standard for construction of new buildings. The standards follow the National Building Code and the National Fire Code of
Canada. The municipality enforces those regulations.

The Town has appointed building inspectors to ensure compliance to those regulations. All permits are reviewed by council
and if needed are forwarded to the building inspectors for their approval. No construction may commence until
approval is given by either council or its representatives. Permit applications may be obtained from the Town Office.

All permit applications must include a detailed site plan which includes type of structure, materials used and specific
measurements. Starting in 2015, a $100 permit application fee must be submitted with all applications. Council meetings
are held the 3rd Monday of each month and applications should be brought to the office at least two business days prior to
the meeting.
